1.  Was Jesus’ death a sham and his resurrection a hoax?






(Did he really die?)


Jesus could not have survived all the gruesome    punishment  .            

The    “swoon theory”     lacks evidence.


A battered Jesus would never have inspired a   worldwide movement   .
2.  Was Jesus’ body really absent from the tomb?


The empty tomb is reported in the   earliest    sources.


The gospel accounts report things that would have later been eliminated if 

it were    legend   .

Skeptics would have    checked    to see if the body was gone. 


Neither the Jews nor the Romans    contested     the fact that his body was gone.

3.  Was Jesus seen alive after his death on the cross?


Jesus’ appearance to hundreds of people is well    documented   .

The post-resurrection appearances could not have developed as   mythology   .
4.  Is there circumstantial evidence for the resurrection?


The disciples   died    for what they claimed to be true.


There is no other reason why    skeptics    would have been converted.


The sacraments of Communion and Baptism affirmed Jesus’    resurrection    

and   deity  .

The emergence of the   church   in the face of brutal Roman persecution.
