“What business is it of mine to judge those outside the church?”  I Corinthians 5:12

“It’s not the healthy that need a doctor, but the sick.”  Mark 2:17

Jesus grasped the truth in one hand and the culture in the other.  

Gospel—The message of God’s love.  Loving our Lord.
Culture—The context we live in.  Loving our neighbor.
Church—The gathering of God’s family.  Loving our brother.
Gospel + Culture — Church = Parachurch
Church + Culture — Gospel = Liberalism
Church + Gospel — Culture = Fundamentalism
Jesus built bridges between people and God.


Jesus used every day life to reveal God’s scandalous grace to the lost.

Jesus empowered her to take the message of love into her culture.

Jesus calls us to imitate him.  

Goal is to be so close to Jesus that our heart breaks for what breaks his.
“To cross all the lines that separate the people God has found from those he is still seeking.”
