What is the message that Jesus came to announce?

The message is pure .

What barriers could pollute the gospel?

1.  Cultural Barriers

We are converting people to Jesus, not to a particular culture.

There is a need to rightly divide the gospel from the culture.

Why does this matter?

We keep the main thing the main thing = Jesus as Lord.

We experience our freedom in Christ.

We are able to discern for ourselves when making decisions.

Rules have the power to transform actions, not the heart.

2.  Judgment

Message:  Come to Jesus dirty.

The message is truthful.

It names sin and points to forgiveness.

It keeps Jesus as the means and the end of salvation.

The message is powerful.

The gospel is not just a message, it is power (I Cor 2:4).

The message is relevant.

The message of Jesus addresses the questions the world is asking.

As followers of Jesus, we need to be in touch with our culture.

The message is communal.

The message creates a new spiritual family.

The message is best understood when seen.

Do we understood the message we are entrusted with sharing?

Do we understand the need to balance truth and love when sharing?

Do we understand that the message is powerful?

Do we allow the message is something we are as well as something we say?
