Enemy – steal, kill, destroy.  ALWAYS   Jesus – Bring life, life to full.
Luke 19:10 (p. 719)

Son of man came to heal the brokenhearted.
Ezekiel 36:25-27 (p. 591)
· V. 25  Prophecy – looking forward to Jesus.  He will cleanse us from sin.

· Completely forgive us and give us a brand new identity. 

· Bring us into a living relationship with the God who created us. 

· V. 26  I will remove all those places of brokenness, hardness and pain in your heart.

· Give you a heart of flesh, a heart that is healed, a heart that can feel, peace.

· V. 27  I will give you the power of my spirit to help you to be obedient to me.

· Power to live out Christian life – only possible through his spirit.  

Three pieces of God’s life for us:

Salvation / Transformation / Empowerment
How do we end up with a hard heart?

· Painful experiences of varying degrees / our reaction to protect ourselves

· Someone hurts us and we put up a safe barrier around our heart.

God does not want us    struggling    through life.

God wants to heal the    root    of our sin, pain and brokenness.  

What do we do?
We give    expression    to our stifled emotions.

We allow God to heal our painful    memories   .

With God, we    identify    the broken places in our heart.

We allow God to heal the    broken    places in our heart.

We live the Great Exchange (Matthew 11:28-30, p. 667)

· As we experience wholeness from past, we live present / future going to Jesus.  

· Matthew 11:28-30  Come  “exhausted” and “loaded with unnecessary loads.”  
· Live in place of continual dependence / intimacy – we always need him.

· We are healed and fulfilled by Jesus’ love on continual basis.

· When something painful happens, feel heart hard, rejected = run to him.
