As Jesus was walking beside the Sea of Galilee, he saw two brothers, Simon called Peter and his brother Andrew. They were casting a net into the lake, for they were fishermen. “Come, follow me,” Jesus said, “and I will make you fishers of men.” At once they left their nets and followed him. 

Matthew 9.9 :: As Jesus went on from there, he saw a man named Matthew sitting at the tax collector's booth. "Follow me," he told him, and Matthew got up and followed him. 

Matthew 27.55, 56 :: Many women were there, watching from a distance. They had followed Jesus from Galilee to care for his needs. Among them were Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of James and Jesus, and the mother of Zebedee's sons.

John 12.26 :: “Whoever serves me must follow me; and where I am, my servant also will be.”

John 10.27 :: “My sheep [people] listen to my voice; I know them, and they follow me.”

Matthew 10.38 :: “... anyone who does not take his cross and follow me is not worthy of me.”
