A few observations 

 

 In his life and death, Jesus    expressed    the love that God has for all people. 

 

Jesus shows us exactly who God is and what he is like.  

 

Jesus’ love was radical, sacrificial & unearned.

Why may we be tempted to not love sacrificially?

 

 It is easier    NOT    to walk in love.

 

 

 Loving sacrificially requires a selfless heart, which requires connection to God & deep heart    transformation   .
