 We’ve misunderstood the    message    of Jesus.

 

 

Suggestions for extending love and mercy to others:
 Spend time reading about and receiving God’s    mercy    for you personally.

 

 

 

 Be honest about any    judgmental    attitudes you have toward others.

 

 

 

 Build deep    friendships    with a few people who are not like you.

 

 

Keys to building these friendships:  Listen to them. Don’t label them. Don’t pretend to have all the answers. Put yourself in their shoes. Be their friend with no other agenda.
