9 As the Father has loved me, so have I loved you. Now remain in my love. 10 If you keep my commands, you will remain in my love, just as I have kept my Father’s commands and remain in his love. 11 I have told you this so that my joy may be in you and that your joy may be complete.

 

 

A few observations on how this relates to experiencing deep, lasting satisfaction:

 Jesus offers to be the true    source    of our satisfaction.

 


Isaiah 55.2 :: “Why spend money on what is not bread, and your labor on what 
does not satisfy? Listen, listen to me, and eat what is good, and you will delight 
in the richest of fare.”

 

 

 

 Jesus’    love    causes us to be satisfied.

 


Psalm 63.1-5 :: 1 O God, you are my God, earnestly I seek you; my soul 
thirsts for you, my body longs for you, in a dry and weary land where there 
is 
no water. 2 I have seen you in the sanctuary and beheld your power and your 
glory. 3 Because your love is better than life, my lips will glorify you. 4 I will 
praise you as long as I live, and in your name I will lift up my hands. 5 My soul 
will be satisfied as with the richest of foods; with singing lips my mouth will 
praise you.

 

 

 God’s    instructions    lead us into a life of satisfaction.

 


John 10.10 :: Jesus said, “I have come that you may have life to it’s fullest.”

 

 


Matthew 10.39 :: “Whoever loses his life for my sake, will find it.”  

 

Why would we be tempted not to find our satisfaction God’s way?  

 We are culturally    influenced    to think otherwise.

 

 We’re plagued with spiritual    apathy   .

 Ask yourself    honest    questions regarding your current level of spiritual satisfaction.

 

    Invite    God to be your true source of satisfaction.

 

 Dedicate regular time to    receive    Jesus’ love.
