What does it look like to serve our world and yet not get burned out?

Text :: Matthew 9.35-10.8

35 Jesus went through all the towns and villages, teaching in their synagogues, proclaiming the good news of the kingdom and healing every disease and sickness. 36 When he saw the crowds, he had compassion on them, because they were helpless and harassed, like sheep without a shepherd. 37 Then he said to his disciples, “The harvest is plentiful but the workers are few. 38 Ask the Lord of the harvest, therefore, to send out workers into his harvest field.” 10.1 Jesus called his twelve disciples to him and gave them authority to drive out evil spirits and to heal every disease and sickness… 5 These twelve Jesus sent out with the following instructions: “Do not go out among the Gentiles or enter any town of the Samaritans. 6 Go rather to the lost sheep of Israel. 7 As you go, proclaim this message: ‘The kingdom of heaven has come near.’ 8 Heal the sick, raise the dead, cleanse those who have leprosy, drive out demons. Freely you have received, freely give.”

 

 

 

A few observations about the text:

 Jesus both    announced    and    demonstrated    the God is near and active.

 

 

 Jesus saw the deep    needs    of the people.

 

 

 

 There are all sorts of people who would receive Jesus’    help   , if only there were more people to connect them to Jesus.

 

 

 Jesus calls his    followers    to be the instruments of God’s healing in the world.

 

 

 

Two common barriers to serving those around us:

 We are afraid that we will get    burned out   .

 

 

 We don’t know    HOW    to respond.

 

 

How can we effectively serve the world around us without burning out?

 Ask God to open up your eyes to see the real    needs    of those around you.

 

 

 

 Be    generous    with what you have received and expect more as you give it away.

 

 

 

 Pray that more people will    yield    to be used by God in powerful ways.
