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Psalm 116.1-14 :: 

1 I love the Lord because he hears my voice and my prayer for mercy. 2 Because he bends down to listen, I will pray as long as I have breath! 3 Death wrapped its ropes around me; the terrors of the grave overtook me. I saw only trouble and sorrow. 4 Then I called on the name of the Lord: “Please, Lord, save me!” 5 How kind the Lord is! How good he is! So merciful, this God of ours! 6 The Lord protects those of childlike faith; I was facing death, and he saved me. 7 Let my soul be at rest again, for the Lord has been good to me. 8 He has saved me from death, my eyes from tears, my feet from stumbling. 9 And so I walk in the Lord’s presence as I live here on earth! 10 I believed in you, so I said, “I am deeply troubled, Lord.” 11 In my anxiety I cried out to you, “These people are all liars!” 12 What can I offer the Lord for all he has done for me? 13 I will lift up the cup of salvation and  raise the Lord’s name for saving me. 14 I will keep my promises to the Lord in the presence of all his people.

Three ways to invite God to meet us:

Step 1 :: Go hard after what you are hoping God will do for    you   .

 

Ask Jesus for    something specific    that he would like to do for you during these 40 days to make your life better.

 

Ask Jesus how he would like to make your life    feel    better during these 40 days.

 


Ask God for these things every day during the leap of faith.

 

Listen for what God might say back to you about them.

Tell someone else what you wrote down and ask them to pray for you about those things as well.

We’d love to hear from you, as you experience God in this.

 

Step 2 :: Go hard after what you are hoping God will do for “Your    Five   .”

Pray    daily    for each of “Your Five”.

 

Step 3: Go hard after what you are hoping God will do for    Hillside Church   .

As a reminder, our desires for    our church    during the Leap of Faith are:

 

That we will receive 3 of God’s BIG dreams for our church for the next 10 years.

That we will experience more of God’s supernatural power to heal, set people free and transform lives.

That we will identify and partner with multiple organizations doing redemptive work in our city.

Three ways to connect more deeply to God during Leap of Faith:

Pray a Psalm a day during the Leap of Faith.

Study the Life of Jesus in the Mark Bible Guide.

Consider fasting in some way.
