Matthew 28.20 :: “I will be with you always.”

Acts 1.8 :: “When Holy Spirit comes, be witnesses.”

Genesis 1.1-3 :: In the beginning God created the heavens and the earth. Now the earth was formless and empty, darkness was over the surface of the deep, and the Spirit of God was hovering over the waters. And God said, “Let there be light,” and there was light.

 

Romans 8.11 :: The Spirit of God, who raised Jesus from the dead, lives in you. And just as God raised Christ Jesus from the dead, he will give life to your mortal bodies by this same Spirit living within you.

 

Greater    intimacy    and    experience    with God.

 

Romans 8.14 -16 :: Because those who are led by the Spirit of God are sons of God. For you did not receive a spirit that makes you a slave again to fear, but you received the Spirit of sonship. And by him we cry, “Abba, Father.” The Spirit himself testifies with our spirit that we are God’s children.

   Deep    and    lasting    change.

Ezekiel 36.26, 27 :: I will give you a new heart and put a new spirit in you; I will remove from you your heart of stone and give you a heart of flesh. And I will put my Spirit in you and move you to follow my decrees and be careful to keep my laws.

 

Positive, supernatural    attributes    called the    fruits    of the Holy Spirit.

Galatians 5.22,24 :: But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness, gentleness and self-control. Those who belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the sinful nature with its passions and desires.

 

Supernatural    talents    and    abilities    called the    gifts    of the Holy Spirit.

1 Corinthians 12.7-11 :: A spiritual gift is given to each of us so we can help each other. To one person the Spirit gives the ability to give wise advice; to another the same Spirit gives a message of special knowledge. The same Spirit gives great faith to another, and to someone else the one Spirit gives the gift of healing. He gives one person the power to perform miracles, and another the ability to prophesy. He gives someone else the ability to discern whether a message is from the Spirit of God or from another spirit. Still another person is given the ability to speak in unknown languages, while another is given the ability to interpret what is being said. It is the one and only Spirit who distributes all these gifts. He alone decides which gift each person should have.

   Purpose    and    passion    for our lives as we engage in the mission of the Holy Spirit.

Two aspects of this mission:


   Leading    others toward God.

John 3.16 :: For God so loved the world that he gave his one and only Son, that whoever believes in him shall not perish but have eternal life. For God did not send his Son into the world to condemn the world, but to save the world through him.


Taking    risks    for God.

John 14.12 :: I tell you the truth, anyone who believes in me will do the same works I have done, and even greater works, because I am going to be with the Father.

 

   Ask    God for his Holy Spirit today (and keep on    asking    every day!)


Luke 11.9-11 :: So I say to you: Ask and it will be given to you; seek and you will find; knock and the 
door will be opened to you. For everyone who asks receives; he who seeks finds; and to him who 
knocks, the door will be opened. “Which of you fathers, if your son asks for a fish, will give him a 
snake instead? Or if he asks for an egg, will give him a scorpion? If you then, though you are evil, 
know how to give good gifts to your children, how much more will your Father in heaven give the 
Holy Spirit to those who ask him!”
