1) Connection with    God   

 

Matthew 1.22-23 :: All this took place to fulfill what the Lord had said through the prophet:  “The virgin will be with child and will give birth to a son, and they will call him Immanuel”—which means, “God with us.”

 

John 14.16-18 :: And I will ask the Father, and he will give you another Counselor to be with you forever— the Spirit of truth. The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you. 18 I will not leave you as orphans; I will come to you.

 

 

2) Connection with a    Spouse   

Proverbs 5.18-19 :: May your fountain be blessed, and may you rejoice in the wife of your youth. A loving doe, a graceful deer—may her breasts satisfy you always, may you ever be captivated by her love. 

 

TIP:: Use    words    - Tell your spouse how much and why you appreciate & love them.

 

TIP:: Make time    daily    to connect with your spouse.

 

TIP:: Do something special and    unexpected    for your spouse.

 

3) Connection with    Children   

Psalm 127.3-5a :: Sons are a heritage from the LORD, children a reward from him. Like arrows in the hands of a warrior are sons born in one’s youth. Blessed is the man whose quiver is full of them. 

 

TIP:: Take time to pause, enjoy and    celebrate    children.

 

 

TIP:: Slow life down and do something    special    with your kids.

 

 

TIP:: Ask God to show you how you can    invest    in kids’ lives.

 

 

 

 

 

4) Connection with    Friends    

 

Ecclesiastes 4.9-10 :: Two are better than one, because they have a good return for their work:  If one falls down, his friend can help him up. But pity the man who falls and has no one to help him up!

TIP:: Be honest, ask for    help   .
