God's Dreams For You Are Way Bigger Than You Think
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Genesis 12.1-3, 7, 8 & 15.1-6 :: 1 The LORD had said to Abram, “Leave your native country, your relatives, and your father’s family, and go to the land that I will show you. 2 I will make you into a great nation. I will bless you and make you famous, and you will be a blessing to others. 3 I will bless those who bless you and curse those who treat you with contempt. All the families on earth will be blessed through you.” 7 Then the LORD appeared to Abram and said, “I will give this land to your descendants.” And Abram built an altar there and dedicated it to the LORD, who had appeared to him. 8 After that, Abram traveled south and set up camp in the hill country, with Bethel to the west and Ai to the east. There he built another altar and dedicated it to the LORD, and he worshiped the LORD.  15.1 Some time later, the LORD spoke to Abram in a vision and said to him, “Do not be afraid, Abram, for I will protect you, and your reward will be great.” 2 But Abram replied, “O Sovereign LORD, what good are all your blessings when I don’t even have a son? Since you’ve given me no children, Eliezer of Damascus, a servant in my household, will inherit all my wealth. 3 You have given me no descendants of my own, so one of my servants will be my heir.” 4 Then the LORD said to him, “No, your servant will not be your heir, for you will have a son of your own who will be your heir.” 5 Then the LORD took Abram outside and said to him, “Look up into the sky and count the stars if you can. That’s how many descendants you will have!” 6 And Abram believed the LORD, and the LORD counted him as righteous because of his faith. Jesus offers us a better life.

2. God’s dreams for our life extend    way       beyond    us.

 

If we live only for ourselves, it significantly    limits   our life. 

 

TIP ::  Actively pursue God’s    big       dreams    for your life.  

 

3. The best way to    accomplish    our dreams is to continually    depend       on       God    for what we need along the way.

 

Abram was invited to respond to God in one key way: to    trust    God.

 

TIP :: Stake your whole life on    God    and his ability to    empower    you.

 

 

4. God’s dreams for us often fulfill the    deepest       longings    in our    soul   .
