The importance of Life Groups 

The above scriptures and national survey statistics teach us that we need each other in order to maintain spiritual health.  They encourage us to meet together on a regular basis in smaller groups of people in order to share life with other people and discover God together. We call these gatherings Life Groups.  

Sunday Gatherings provide a place where we can collectively celebrate in worship, engage in deeper teaching, share the vision of the larger community, encourage people outside our natural network of relationships and celebrate the stories of what God is up to in our church community and the wider world.  

Life Groups provide a place to celebrate in more intimate worship, develop deeper relationships with other followers of Jesus, share experiences, needs and prayer requests, care for one another, receive and give prayer ministry and grow in depth with God by studying and discussing the Bible.  

Life Groups provide an open and comfortable atmosphere where you can ask questions about God, the Bible, life or faith or you can just sit back and listen.  Life Groups are led by friendly leaders who love meeting new people and facilitating discussions about faith.

Theologian Frederick Buechner has written that ‘Vocation is where our greatest passion meets the world’s greatest need’. In the winter months of 2001, God placed a specific vision in the hearts of a few people:  to gather people from all around the Duluth area in order to impact the world by starting a church in the heart of Duluth—an area called “The Hillside”.
They were inspired by the verse in James 1:27 which says, “Religion that God the Father accepts as pure and faultless is this: to look after orphans and widows in their distress and to keep oneself from being polluted by the world.”  Their goal was to create a church where people from all walks of life could come together in unity and experience the presence of the living God, and then serve the people around them. 
They followed this vision and Hillside Church was born on Easter Sunday, 2001.  Since then, hundreds have given their lives over to Jesus and experienced God in a powerful way.  As a result, many have gone out into their own sphere of influence to share their experience with others and, in doing this, have impacted their world. 
God is still drawing people to himself and calling regular people from all over the Duluth area from all walks of life to partner with him in his vision.

The Earliest Creed

“Jesus Is Lord” is the earliest statement of faith for those following after Jesus.  It was penned by Paul, the author of the book of Romans (10:9) in about AD 55, as the one uniting factor among all followers of Jesus from different backgrounds and walks of life.

Exploring the meaning of and implementing the reality of Jesus being Lord of every area of our life is the doorway into the impossibly great life.  It entails learning to follow after Jesus completely and allowing him to guide every area of our life.  

The Nicene Creed
This is, perhaps, the most fundamental statement of faith for most people trying to follow Jesus since the very early church.  It was concretely recorded in 325 AD.

We believe in one God, the Father Almighty, Maker of heaven and earth, and of all things visible and invisible; And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten not made, being of one substance with the Father, by whom all things were made; who for us, and for our salvation, came down from heaven, and was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the Virgin Mary, and was made man, and was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate.  He suffered and was buried, and the third day he rose again according to the Scriptures, and ascended into heaven, and sits on the right hand of the Father.  And he will come again in glory to judge both the living and the dead, and his kingdom will have no end.
 
And we believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and Giver of Life, who proceeds from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son together is worshipped and glorified, who spoke by the prophets.  And we believe in one holy universal and apostolic Church.  We acknowledge one baptism for the remission of sins.  And we look for the resurrection of the dead, and the life of the world to come.  Amen.
The Vineyard Statement of Faith
The Vineyard Statement of Faith is the statement of Biblical theology of the Community of Churches that we are part of.  It takes and builds off of these first two statements of faith, further developing some of the themes.  Booklets are available for those who would like to take a look at them.  

What Does Membership Look Like?
As we have seen from the above Scriptures, every person who wants to follow Jesus benefits greatly from being an active part of a specific church community.    We would like to describe what our vision of church membership looks like.

The Story of the Great Banquet :: Luke 14:15-24 (NLT)

15 Hearing this, a man sitting at the table with Jesus exclaimed, “What a blessing it will be to attend a banquet in the Kingdom of God!”  16 Jesus replied with this story: “A man prepared a great feast and sent out many invitations. 17 When the banquet was ready, he sent his servant to tell the guests, ‘Come, the banquet is ready.’ 18 But they all began making excuses. One said, ‘I have just bought a field and must inspect it. Please excuse me.’ 19 Another said, ‘I have just bought five pairs of oxen, and I want to try them out. Please excuse me.’ 20 Another said, ‘I now have a wife, so I can’t come.’  21 “The servant returned and told his master what they had said. His master was furious and said, ‘Go quickly into the streets and alleys of the town and invite the poor, the crippled, the blind, and the lame.’ 22 After the servant had done this, he reported, ‘There is still room for more.’ 23 So his master said, ‘Go out into the country lanes and behind the hedges and urge anyone you find to come, so that the house will be full. 24 For none of those I first invited will get even the smallest taste of my banquet.’”

A word about financial giving

Perhaps one of the greatest shames of the modern church is how we have succeeded in giving non-churchgoing people one strong impression of the church: “They are money hungry and cannot be trusted.”  This is radically different from Jesus, the earliest followers, and later Christians like Saint Francis and Mother Teresa who are best known for their lack of concern for money.

So, we are doing something that may sound very silly.  We are actually encouraging those who are visitors and just checking Hillside Church out to not give.  We want to do whatever we can to demonstrate to those people that we are not “just after their money.”  We want to serve the wider world, not expect from them.  

In order to properly do this, we then ask all of those who are members, who have bought in to the vision and mission of Hillside Church and decide to be part of it, to be generous in their giving.  If church is like throwing a giant party for those who are outside the church, we want to be the ones to host that party and pick up the tab.  We want to provide quality programs, advertise, hire the best staff possible and engage with the needs of our world, so that we can be most effective at meeting these folks.  All of this takes the consistent and generous giving of our members.

A few other thoughts that commend regular, generous giving.

1. The Bible commands it and Jesus _______________ it.

a. Jesus emphasizes and continues the same Biblical theme; that members of God’s family should be faithful in giving regularly and generously to the local church.  

b. “Yes, you should tithe.  And you should not let other greater matters of the law go undone either.”  Luke 11:42

Properly handling conflict

At some point someone else at Hillside Church will upset you.

How are you going to handle it?

In honest relationships, conflict is unavoidable.  Therefore, we do not encourage avoiding conflict at all costs.  Rather, we hope that when conflict arises between people involved in the community at Hillside Church, those involved will handle the situation in such a manner as to resolve the conflict, while protecting the other person. 
Two helpful scriptures

· “If your brother sins against you, go and show him his fault, just between the two of you. If he listens to you, you have won your brother over. But if he will not listen, take one or two others along, so that every matter may be established by the testimony of two or three witnesses. If he refuses to listen to them, tell it to the church; and if he refuses to listen even to the church, treat him as you would a pagan or a tax collector.”  Matthew 18:15-17
